Q: You have your own collection, ‘Ryan Jackson’. What was 
the inspiration behind it and the mantra ‘luxury and 
contemporary design are not mutually exclusive’?

RJ: When concepting pieces for my line, I always strive to 
balance the finest materials, a refined aesthetics and pieces that 
work well. My mantra comes in response to people’s perception 
that contemporary pieces look hard, uninviting and I strive to 
challenge that notion in my line R|J Home.

Q: Any trends you foresee gaining momentum in 2018?

RJ: 2018 I feel will be a push toward simplification, quality 
and clarity. I feel people are ready to look past the 
overwhelming amount of home furnishings at their disposals 
and distill down to the best pieces that mean something. Well-
made pieces that are constructed with an understanding of the 
bespoke furniture and the clientele that know the difference.

Q: What is the best tip you could give to someone designing 
their own home?

RJ: The most important tip I pass along always is “love the 
way you live.” Each piece in your home should speak to you. I 
tell my clients all the time, “you have to live with it every day...
